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Every engine has been adjusted to average mixture settings which will most likely allow
the engine to start and run in most locations. However, as altitudes and barometric
pressures vary by location, it is very likely that the carburetor mixture settings will need
to be adjusted to obtain optimum performance.

Caution: Don't be tempted to run an overly rich mixture. A too rich mixture will

only result in poor engine performance (engine easily off in a quick accelerating

and decelerating process), pre-mature carbon buildup, a fouled plug and
excessive exhaust residue. However, a lean mixture will also damage the cylinder
and piston badly. After few times full throttle test and check the spark plug, it
appears to be yellow if mixture had been set properly.

Open the choke, advance the throttle to very slightly above the idle position, turn
on the ignition and briskly flip the prop through compression.

M. ZsFLERFE (MAINTENANCE OF THE ENGINE)
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Please use the petrol 93 # . The ratio of petrol and engine oil is 30:1; Do not mixed up
different brand of engine oil, carburetor could be seriously blocked
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Breaking-in at 3000 rpm for 2 hours. Running at low speed for too long might
carbonize the spark plug.
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Always check the tube at fuel system, make sure there is no air leaking.
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NOTICE: The carburetor fuel screen should be cleaned periodically also. Carefully remove the

pump cover (inlet side of the carburetor), gasket and pump membrane. The screen will be visible
and can be cleaned after careful removal.
